Meanwhile, new content distribution
implemented this season for clubs and stakeholders saw 50 million impressions outside of the
EHF-owned channels, including more than 20 million video views. With 29 television broadcasters
regularly screening EHF Champions League Men group phase matches — we look forward to seeing
even more top-level handball on our screens as we enter the exciting play-offs.

One look at the line-up for the Last 16 already sends shivers down the spine with a number high-
profile matches which will decide the quarter-finals. THW Kiel, who dramatically clinched last
season’s title after victory in Cologne in December, enter the play-offs with a mouth-watering meeting
against MOL-Pick Szeged in one of the ties of the round.

Barca finished runners-up to Kiel three months ago but in this season’s competition they have been
unstoppable and, quite literally, unbeatable. The Spanish giants ended the group phase with a perfect
28 points from their 14 games and go into their meeting with Elverum full of confidence. Flensburg-
Handewitt ended the group phase by topping group A having won 10 of their 14 games. Their prize for
such a series of strong performances are two matches against PPD Zagreb. The Croatian outfit failed
to pick up a single point from the group phase but that counts for nothing now and will head into the
play-offs keen on causing an upset.

The road to the LANXESS arena would not be the same without Paris Saint-Germain Handball, and the
French side’s quest to win their first EHF Champions League title will begin against Celje Pivovarna
Lasko. Another team to impress during the group phase were Lozma Vive Kielce. The Polish side had
the 80 goals of top scorer Alex Dujshebaev to thank for their form and they now face HBC Nantes for a
place in the quarter-finals.

We are looking forward to yet another chapter of our successful cooperation.

The group phase of the EHF Champions League
Men concluded after 112 matches — and now
the 16 teams are set to proceed to the play-offs,
starting on 31 March. The statistical highlights
include Barcelona consolidating their status as
goal machines. Though they lost the VELUX EHF
FINAL4 2019/20 final against THW Kiel in the
middle of the 2020/21 group phase, Barga have
had an impressive run.

clubs defended their trophy in Cologne since
the implementation of the VELUX EHF FINAL4
in 2010. Kiel have the chance even to win two

teams are Champions League debutants or
have their first knockout stage ahead.

the groups have been played with eight teams
(starting in the 2015/16 season) that a club
did not win any point. The previous low score
was two points, recorded by both Besiktas and
Schaffhausen.

play-off pairings — like in the Last 16 in the
previous two seasons — include teams from the
same country.

play-off pairing is a repeat of a previous EHF
Champions League final: Vardar vs Veszprém.

time this season, 45 or less goals were scored
in a group match: when Porto beat Szeged 25:19.

player has defended the trophy in Cologne so
far —and he remains in this season’s competition,
with Vardar: Ivan Cupic. After winning the 2016
title with Kielce, the Croatian was VELUX EHF
Champions League winner in 2017 with Vardar. In
2019, still with the Macedonian side, he took his
third trophy.

and a coach: Filip Jicha — 2010 and 2012 on the
court and 2020 on the bench, all with THW Kiel.

Zagreb so far during the 2020/21 season: Igor

times in 14 matches, Barcelona scored more
than 45 goals.

head coaches still involved in the competition
have won the EHF Champions League at least
once as coach: Talant Dujshebaev (Kielce/four
titles — three with Ciudad Real; one with Kielce),
Xavi Pascual (Barcelona/two with Barcelona),
Raul Gonzalez (PSG/one with Vardar) and
Filip Jicha (Kiel/one with Kiel). David Davis
(Veszprém) and Alberto Entrerrios (Nantes) won
the Champions League as players with Ciudad
Real, Filip Jicha (Kiel) and Borge Lund (Elverum)
as players with THW Kiel, and Maik Machulla
(Flensburg) as assistant coach of Flensburg. Juan
Carlos Pastor (Szeged/with Szeged) and Magnus
Andersson (Porto/with Goppingen) have won the
EHF Cup as coaches.

for the fifth time in six years since the playing
system was adapted — Barcelona were group
winners.

different nations are represented by the 11
previous winners of the VELUX EHF FINAL4:
Germany (Kiel in 2010, 2012 and 2020; Hamburg
in 2013; Flensburg in 2014), Spain (Barcelona in
2011 and 2015), Poland (Kielce in 2016), North
Macedonia (Vardar in 2017 and 2019) and France
(Montpellier in 2018). All those nations are still
represented in the race for the 2021 trophy.

previous EHF Champions League winners,
representing 17 trophies, are still part of the
competition: Barcelona (1996-2000, 2005, 2011,
2015), Kiel (2007, 2010, 2012, 2020), Vardar
(2017, 2019), Celje (2004), Flensburg (2014) and
Kielce (2016).



of 112 group matches ended with a difference
of 10 or more goals.

of 16 teams still involved in the competition
have been part of at least one VELUX EHF
FINAL4 (inaugurated in 2010): Barcelona
(eight participations; two trophies), Kiel (seven
participations; three trophies), Veszprém
(six participations; zero trophies), Kielce

participations; zero trophies), Vardar (three
participations; two trophies), Flensburg (one
participation; one trophy), and Nantes (one
participation; zero trophies).

group matches ended with 70 and more goals,
compared to only three games with such a total in
the 2019/20 season.

of the 16 teams still part of the competition
were among the 14 teams that qualified for
the knockout stage last season: Vardar, PSG,
Veszprém, Barcelona, Flensburg, Szeged, Kielce,
Celje, Porto, Aalborg and Kiel.

group matches needed to be assessed by the
EHF due to COVID-19 reasons.

nations are represented by the 16 play-off
participants: France, Germany and Hungary
are represented by two teams each; Belarus,
Denmark, Croatia, Spain, North Macedonia,
Norway, Poland, Portugal, Slovenia and Ukraine
have one each.

victories in 14 group matches was the record-
breaking balance of Barcelona.

goals was the biggest difference in a group
match, when Barcelona won 45:27 against
Zagreb.

goals in a single match was the lowest score
of a team in the group phase, when Szeged lost
19:25 at Porto.

group matches in a row have been won by
Barca since the opening defeat at Szeged in the
2019/20 season.

points, earned by Barcelona, represents a new
record since the group phases has been played
with eight teams per group. The previous record
was 26 points by PSG and Barca.

matches are still ahead this season: 16 play-
offs, eight quarter-finals and four matches at the
EHF FINAL4 on 13/14 June in Cologne.

Barcelona after 14 group matches — an average
of +6.6 in every match.

group matches were scheduled and 101
decided on court in the unprecedented season.

was the number of EHF Champions League
matches reached by Veszprém when they played
THW Kiel in the group phase in early December,
winning 41:33. Kiel reached the same record,
of 300 Champions League matches, when they
played the 2020 final against Barcelona on 29
December.

goals, conceded by PSG, reflect the most
efficient defensive record in the group phase.

goals scored by Barcelona represented the
most effective attack of the group phase. Last
season, the Catalan team scored 486 goals.

goals were scored in the 101 matches
decided on court this season — 2,875 in group A
and 3,227 in group B.

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Important regulations

UHAT HAPPENS WWHEN TI/0 OR MORE TEAMS HAVE THE SAME NUMBER OF POINTS

All matches of the DELO EHF Champions League shall
be played in 2 x 30 minutes with a half-time break of 15
minutes.

The matches shall be scored as follows:
a) win = 2 points
b) draw = 1 point
¢) loss = 0 points

Teams’ rankings are obtained by adding up the number of
points won.

PLAY-OFF AND QUARTER-FINAL MATCHES

If, after completion of the two matches, both teams have
won the same number of points (no extra-time will be
played), the teams’ standings shall be determined by the
following criteria:

a) goal difference

b) greater number of plus goals scored in away match

c) penalty throws

RULES FOR EXECUTION OF PENALTY THROWS

- Prior to penalty throwing, each team shall name five
players eligible to play at the end of the match by handing
the referees a list of numbers. These players shall

then take one throw each until a decision (a winner) is
reached, alternating with their opponents. Each team is
free to determine the sequence in which throwers will
take their throws

- The goalkeepers may be freely selected from the match
report and exchanged in accordance with the Rules of the

game. Goalkeepers may take throws and throwers may
play as goalkeepers.

- The referees shall choose the goal at which throws are
taken. The team taking the first penalty throw shall be
determined by the referees by drawing lots. The team
winning the draw may choose whether it wishes to throw
first or last.

- If scores are equal after the first round of penalty
throwing, it shall be continued until a decision is
reached. In the second round, the other team shall start.
Again five players shall be named who are eligible to play
(the players named before may be named once again).

- In the second round, a decision (a winner) is reached
when a goal difference arises after both teams have
taken one throw each.

- Eligible players are players entered in the match report
who have not been disqualified or suspended at the time
of the final whistle.

- Serious infractions committed during penalty throwing
shall be sanctioned by disqualification. If a thrower is
disqualified or suffers an injury, an eligible substitute
player shall be named supplementary.

- While the throws are being taken, only the player taking
the throw, the current goalkeeper and the referees may
enter the respective half of the playing area.

- If the number of eligible players falls below five,
players may be named to take a second throw in the
same round.
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Important regulations

The European Handball Federation has issued an
overview on what happens if matches cannot be played
in the upcoming play-offs of the EHF Champions League
Men due to reasons related to the Covid-19 pandemic.

What is the procedure if a first-leg match is not played on
Wednesday or Thursday, 31 March/1 April?

If a team reports positive cases of Covid-19 and the
match cannot be played, this pairing will be decided by
playing both matches (1st and 2nd leg) as a so called
‘double game’ before Thursday, 8 April, the date when
the last second-leg matches are scheduled.

Matches can be played on two consecutive days unless
both teams agree to have a rest day in between.

Following the principle of causation, the home right for
both matches will go to the team which did not have the
positive Covid-19 cases.

What is the procedure if a second-leg match is not played
on Wednesday or Thursday, 7 April/8 April?

It is not an option to postpone a match to a date after
Thursday, 8 April 2021.

As a consequence of this and following the principle
that the party responsible is liable for, in this case, the
fact that the match cannot be played, a team which is
not in the position to play its scheduled game on the

second weekend will be excluded from the competition
regardless of the result in the first-leg game. The
opponents would subsequently qualify for the quarter-
finals.

Itis important to underline that this follows the
procedure that was in place in such cases already earlier
this season, and it is therefore not a newly introduced
procedure.

The same procedure will be valid in case a match cannot
be played because of sudden and new governmental
restrictions which make it impossible to play the game.

The EHF knows that these are very tough procedures,
but there is no other option in a knockout round where
postponing matches is not possible anymore.

It goes without saying that the EHF hopes that all
matches can be played according to schedule, and that
all decisions will be taken on court.

Additional issues that prevent a match from being
played, such as severe weather conditions, travelling
problems or others will be handled according to the
regulations.
