Dear Media Representative,

Another exciting season of women’s top-flight club handball is here as the DELO WOMEN’S EHF 
Champions League 2019/20 throws off with the start of the group matches on 4 October.

This season’s tournament takes on extra significance as it will be the first under title sponsorship 
of the Delo Group, who are of course no strangers to the competition having sponsored the DELO 
WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4 event last season.

Over the next eight months and 96 matches, Europe’s elite teams will compete for the biggest prize in 
women’s club handball, which will once again culminate in the DELO WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4 at the at 
the Papp László Budapest Sport Arena on 10 May.

The tournament continues in the same format as last season. The initial group stage has 16 teams 
drawn into four groups of four. The top three teams in each group qualify for the main round where 
the remaining 12 teams proceed into two groups of six. The top four teams in both groups will then 
advance to the quarter-finals in a bid to reach the DELO WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4.

With such a fascinating season in the offing, for you, the media, the EHF Media and Communications 
Department has prepared this media guide to give you a comprehensive overview of all 16 teams 
who have qualified for this season’s tournament. The guide contains an extensive preview of every 
pool, together with detailed team and player profiles. Also included are statistics from every previous 
Champions League season, useful facts and media contacts at each competing club.

That, of course, includes reigning champions Györi Audi ETO KC, the Hungarian side who have swept 
all before them over the past three seasons. The Hungary national champions go into this season 
aiming to become the first women’s side to capture four titles in a row.

The 2018/19 champions have been drawn in to Group D, one which includes the sole team among 
the 16 participants who are making their EHF Champions League debuts, Czech champions DHK Banik 
Most. You can read more about the debutants across pages 120-125.

Throughout the competition, the EHF Media and Communications Department will continually 
update the media with results and news relating to the tournament.

This development means that team line-ups 
are available for commentators and reporters hours 
before each match throws-off. A short time after each 

match, a completed match report will also be available 
online with details such as goalscorers and number of 
spectators.

Official name
The official name of the competition is: DELO 
WOMEN’S EHF Champions League. The full name 
of the competition should always be used. The 
three-letter abbreviation for the European Handball 
Federation should always be displayed in capital 
letters before the name of the competition. Please 
note: If the season is required, it has to be positioned 
after “Champions League” e.g. DELO WOMEN’S EHF 
Champions League 2019/20. The wording “Champions 
League” should be written with a capital letter at the 
beginning of each word, i.e. Champions League. The 
remaining letters should be in lower case. The word 
Champions does not have an apostrophe after the ‘s’.

How to follow and cover the matches

Regulations of the DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions League
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Important regulations

What happens when two or more teams have the same number of points
All matches of the WOMEN’S EHF Champions League shall 
be played in 2 x 30 minutes with a half-time break of 15 
minutes.

The matches shall be scored as follows:
a) win = 2 points
b) draw = 1 point
c) loss = 0 points

Teams’ rankings are obtained by adding up the number of 
points won.

GROUP MATCHES AND MAIN ROUND
If two or more teams have scored the same number of 
points, the ranking will be determined as follows:
During the matches of the group:
a) higher goal difference in all matches;
b) greater number of plus goals in all matches;

After completion of the group if two teams have scored the 
same number of points:
a) number of points in matches of the two teams directly 
involved;
b) goal difference in matches of the two teams directly 
involved;
c) higher number of goals scored in the away match of the 
two teams directly involved;
d) goal difference in all matches of the group;
e) higher number of plus goals in all matches of the group;

After completion of the group if three or more teams have 
scored the same number of points:
a) number of points in matches of all teams directly 
involved;
b) goal difference in matches of all teams directly involved;
c) higher number of plus goals in matches of all teams 
directly involved;
d) goal difference in all matches of the group;
e) higher number of plus goals in all matches of the group;
f) higher ranking in Group Matches (Main Round only)
g) greater number of points in Group Matches (Main 
Round only)

  *   If the ranking of one of these teams is determined, the 
criteria are consecutively followed until the ranking of all 
teams is determined.

  *   If no ranking can be determined, a decision shall be 
obtained by drawing lots. Lots shall be drawn by the EHF, if 
possible in the presence of team managers.

QUARTER-FINALS

If, after completion of the two matches, both teams have 
won the same number of points (no extra-time will be 
played), the teams’ standings shall be determined by the 
following criteria:
a) goal difference
b) greater number of plus goals scored in away match
c) penalty throws

RULES FOR EXECUTION OF PENALTY THROWS

- Prior to penalty throwing, each team shall name 
five players eligible to play at the end of the match by 
handing the referees a list of numbers. These players 
shall then take one throw each until a decision (a winner) 
is reached, alternating with their opponents. Each team 
is free to determine the sequence in which throwers will 
take their throws

- The goalkeepers may be freely selected from the match 
report and exchanged in accordance with the Rules of 
the game. Goalkeepers may take throws and throwers 
may play as goalkeepers.

- The referees shall choose the goal at which throws are 
taken. The team taking the first penalty throw shall be 
determined by the referees by drawing lots. The team 
winning the draw may choose whether it wishes to throw 
first or last.

- If scores are equal after the first round of penalty 
throwing, it shall be continued until a decision is reached. 
In the second round, the other team shall start. Again 
five players shall be named who are eligible to play (the 
players named before may be named once again).

- In the second round, a decision (a winner) is reached 
when a goal difference arises after both teams have 
taken one throw each.

- Eligible players are players entered in the match report 
who have not been disqualified or suspended at the time 
of the final whistle.

- Serious infractions committed during penalty throwing 
shall be sanctioned by disqualification. If a thrower is 
disqualified or suffers an injury, an eligible substitute 
player shall be named supplementary.

- While the throws are being taken, only the player taking 
the throw, the current goalkeeper and the referees may 
enter the respective half of the playing area.

- If the number of eligible players falls below five, players 
may be named to take a second throw in the same round.

Review: Superb Most clinch 
qualification for the first time

There was nothing that could stop home side DHK 
Banik Most as they earned their first berth in DELO 
WOMEN’S EHF Champions League, after two superb 
wins in two magnificent days on home court.

Most proceeded to the DELO WOMEN’S EHF 
Champions League Group D, where they face the 
title holders, Györi Audi ETO KC, RK Krim Mercator 
and IK Sävehof.

DHK Banik Most (CZE) vs Kastamonu Belediyesi 
GSK (TUR) 35:33 (20:13)

One thing was certain heading into the final, there 
would be a newcomer in this year’s DELO WOMEN’S 
EHF Champions League group matches, with both 
Kastamonu and Most ready to make history for 
their countries. After five minutes, it looked like 
Kastamonu was going to pry the berth right under 
Most’s noses, with an impressive 5:1 run to start the 
game.

But a 5:1 run spurred by Lucia Mikulcik, who scored 
three times, saw the game turned on its head, as 
Most took a 7:6 lead. Another run from a relentless 
Czech side took the hosts to a 14:10 lead, after 22 
minutes, as victory seemed to be more and more 
into their grasp.

As the break came, Most held an impressive seven-
goal advantage, 20:13, as a flawless attacking 
performance left nothing to be desired, as the 
packed hall cheered on the hosts. Kastamonu tried 
to mount an unexpected comeback with left back 
Asli Iskit in fine form, including a 4:1 run that cut the 
gap to only three goals, 28:25, with ten minutes to 
spare.

Despite Kastamonu’s best efforts, Most’s attack was 
too powerful, with right wing Dominica Zachova 
scoring seven times, as the Czech side secured a 
35:32 win and scenes of delight erupted.

The Czech side impressively swept the tournament 
and earned their very first berth for the group 
matches of the DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions 
League.

1 team managed to defend their trophy at the 
WOMEN’S EHF FINAL in Budapest and even more: 
2017, 2018 and 2019 victors Györ. Winning the 2019 
edition of the tournament, Györ are the first ever 
women’s side to win the Champions League three 
times in a row.

2 players, part of the 2019/20 competition, have 
won the Champions League five times - and even 
with the same club: Györ’s top stars Eduarda Amorim 
and Anita Görbicz. Third ranked are Györ’s returning 
Katarina Bulatovic and Kristiansand’s currently injured 
goalkeeper Katrine Lunde with four trophies each.

3 nations (in contrast to five in the 2018/19 season) 
are represented by two teams each in the 2019/20 
Group Matches: Hungary France and Romania. 

4 - which means all - teams of the DELO WOMEN’S EHF 
FINAL4 2019 are part of the group stage again: Györ, 
Rostov, Kristiansand and Metz.

4 times Ambros Martin steered Györ to Champions 
League trophies - a record for the current coaches. In 
the previous season, the Spaniard steered his new club 
Rostov to the final, but lost against his former team. In 
total, Martin was coach in seven CL finals.

5 former or current WOMEN’S EHF Champions 
League top scorers are on court in the group phase: 
Anita Görbicz (2014: 87 goals, 2012: 133), Zsuzsanna 
Tomori (2013: 95), both playing for Györ, Cristina 
Neagu (Bucuresti/2015: 102 for Buducnost, 2018: 
110 for Bucuresti), Isabelle Gullden (Brest/2016: 108 
for Bucurest) and Linn Sulland (2019: 89 goals) for 
Kristiansand.

5 former or current WOMEN’S EHF Champions League 
winners (including all winners since 2012) representing 
11 titles are part of the 2019/20 group stage: Podravka 
(1996), Krim (2001, 2003), Buducnost (2012, 2015), 
Györ (2013, 2014, 2017, 2018, 2019) and Bucuresti 
(2016). 

5 former of current female World Handball Player 
of the Year are part of the group phase: Cristina 
Neagu (Bucuresti/2010, 2015, 2016), Eduarda 
Amorim (Györ/2014), Andrea Lekic (Bucuresti/2013), 
Anita Görbicz (Györ/2005) and Heidi Löke 
(Kristiansand/2011).

THREE EHF FINAL4 CONTENDERS AND A HUNGRY CROATIAN TEAM

Featuring two teams that were in Budapest last season, one which has never been but would 
very much like to, and one DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions League regular, Group A is actually 
a lot tighter than it seems on paper. The battle for the three main round tickets is going to be 
close, with teams fighting for every point. Metz and Vipers Kristiansand seem to be following 
each other around, as the two teams met in the bronze medal match at last season’s DELO 
WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4. The Norwegian side won by one goal, 31:30, but there is every chance 
the games in this group phase will be completely different. The first reason is that, at least for 
the opening matches, Kristiansand will have to do without goalkeeper Katrine Lunde, who came 
back from Budapest suffering a severe knee injury. The rest of the team is almost unchanged 
from last season. The signing of four-time Champions League winner Heidi Loke will bring a 
boost of experience to the roster; Loke’s signing was part of a decision by coach Ole Gustav 
Gjekstad to pick only Norwegian players to reinforce the team.

Metz must confirm high hopes

The other EHF FINAL4 participant from last season, Metz Handball, also has to do without an 
important player, as German left back Xenia Smits had shoulder surgery this summer. As a 
consequence, she will not be able to play handball until 2020. This season will be a revealing 
time for the French side, as EHF EURO 2018 winners Beatrice Edwige and Gnonsiane Niombla, 
two key assets, decided to pursue their career elsewhere. Without them and Smits, coach 
Emanuel Mayonnade will have to find other solutions, especially in defence. But offensively, 
he has everything in his hands to repeat last season’s performance.  Orlane Kanor and Meline 
Nocandy, two of the best youngsters in Europe, are blooming while Louise Burgaard, who just 
arrived from Herning-Ikast, will add some weight on the right side of the court.

FTC aims for first ever EHF FINAL4 ticket

This is crunch time for FTC-Rail Cargo Hungaria. The team from Budapest has never reached the 
DELO WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4, despite it being played in its hometown. Over the last four seasons, 
FTC reached the quarter-finals each time but never managed to progress beyond that stage. Last 
time around, they were eliminated by Rostov-Don, losing both games (26:29, 22:33), just like 
the year before. This summer has been an intense one in Hungary, as many important players 
from the last seasons decided to join other teams. The toughest loss will probably be that of 
Nerea Pena, as the Spanish centre back played a crucial role in FTC’s system. The EHF EURO 2014 
finalist with Spain scored over 60 goals over the last four seasons, her form coinciding with her 
club’s good results. To replace her, Gabor Elek will be able to count on Emilie Christensen, who 
played the last two seasons in Larvik. 

Podravka has added talent and experience

Croatian champions Podravka Vegeta reached the EHF Cup quarter-finals last season, after taking 
part in the Champions League Group Phase. Can they hope for a better fate this season? To 
help Podravka take another step in the Champions League, coach Zlatko Saracevic picked Krim 
Mercator’s two best scorers in the competition last season to join his team. Slovenian left back 
Tjasa Stanko was elected best young player of the 2017/18 Champions League and scored 58 
goals over six games last season. Right-hander Lamprini Tsakalou is one of Greece’s best players, 
and her ability to play at centre back will provide some variation in Podravka’s playing system. 
And, last but not least, Elena Gjeorgjievska, 2012 Champions League winner with Vardar Skopje, 
will add some experience to a young side, meaning hopes remain alive for a first ever main 
round ticket for the Croatian side.

In their 20th season in the EHF Champions League, Metz Handball reached the 
DELO WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4 for the first time. Even though they finished fourth in 
Budapest, the taste of the event has made Metz hungry for more. However, the 
French side will have to overcome several hurdles in order to do so.
“Anyone who doesn’t move forward, moves back.” Club president Thierry 
Weizman’s mantra has worked well for Metz in the last couple of seasons, 
culminating in the team’s first participation in the EHF FINAL4 in the 2018/19 
season. “It’s like a drug, this EHF FINAL4, we really want to go back there,” 
Weizman says. But his team will have to cope with the departure of defensive 
mastermind Beatrice Edwige to Györ and with Xenia Smits’ shoulder injury, which 
will keep her off the court until the end of the year. Losing a player of Edwige’s 
calibre will always cost some time to adjust to. Newcomer Olga Perederiy will 
have an important role to play in offence, while Astride N’Gouan will get more 
responsibility in guarding Metz’ goal. The efficiency of this duo could be a crucial 
factor to Metz’s chances in the DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions League.
At 26, the Danish right back Louise Burgaard has joined a club outside Denmark 
for the first time in her career. Metz have high hopes from the newcomer. Her 
predecessor, Aleksandra Zych, failed to convince and Gnonsiane Niombla, who 
mainly played right back last season, has left the club. Since Ana Gros left two 
seasons ago, Metz have been looking for a stalwart on the position. Burgaard has 
got all the qualities needed.
Nine Metz players are part of the French national team. That might be lower 
than the number of Montenegrin internationals in the Buducnost squad, but it is 
obvious that the Metz players know each other very well. And habits can often 
help to win close games in the EHF Champions League.
Metz haven’t lost a home game in the DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions League 
since January 2017. Only titleholders Györ have a longer unbeaten home streak. It 
is a strength which makes progressing to the next round easier.

After finishing their first EHF Champions League adventure by saying goodbye after the 
group matches in the 2017/18 season, Vipers Kristiansand really made their mark last 
season. After winning their first Norwegian championship in history, the team from 
Norway’s fifth largest city made it all the way to the DELO WOMEN´S EHF FINAL4 in 
Budapest, where they finished third.
After becoming Norwegian champions once again this spring, it comes as no surprise 
that Vipers are aiming for a remake of last season´s achievement.
Winning the Norwegian championship again and reaching the final tournament once 
more are their objectives for the season.
Do Vipers appear stronger or weaker than last season? Had it not been for the injury 
to Katrine Lunde, they would obviously look stronger. The arrival of Heidi Løke is an 
obvious reinforcement, while players such as June Andenæs, who has joined from 
Larvik, tend to make the squad deeper than last year. Furthermore, young players like 
playmaker Henny Reistad have had a further year to gain experience at the highest 
level.
The anterior cruciate ligament injury, the veteran goalkeeper sustained at the DELO 
WOMEN´S EHF FINAL4 last season was a severe blow to the team, and the goalkeeper 
problems has been increased by substitute Eline Fagerheim having left for Flint 
Tønsberg. Andrea Austmo Pedersen has been brought in from league rivals Byasen EH, 
and she will certainly have her work cut out for her.
Already last season, Henny Reistad played a crucial part in Vipers’ success, and at the 
EHF EURO 2018 in France, she was one of the few success stories in a Norwegian team 
who finished in a disappointing fifth position. Despite only being 20 years old, a lot of 
Vipers’ hope for success will be resting upon her young shoulders.
Two Vipers players, Katrine Lunde and Heidi Løke, have the chance to win the 
Champions League with their third club. Lunde won the competition with Danish 
Viborg HK as far back as 2009 and 2010 and with Györ Audi ETO KC in 2013 and 2014 
Løke won with Larvik in 2011 and with Györ in 2013 and 2014 together with Lunde.

For four consecutive seasons, FTC-Rail Cargo Hungaria have exited the European 
top flight at the quarter-final stage. This season FTC are aiming to reach the DELO 
WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4 for the first time. The feeling from FTC captain Aniko 
Kovacsics is that the Budapest-based side will have more challengers than ever 
before to reach the season’s showcase event. “I think the teams are stronger than 
the previous years, so it is hard to predict who will reach the DELO WOMEN’S EHF 
FINAL4. More teams have become strong enough to be able to get to the final 
stage,” she said.
On the court, top-class young players Noemi Hafra and Katrin Klujber have shown 
that they can play as leaders when required. Noemi Hafra was voted the best 
young player in the DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions League All-star team in the 
2018/19 season, and Katrin Klujber was voted EHF Player of the Month in February 
2019. Further progression from Hafra and Klujber would make FTC an extremely 
dangerous proposition for opponents. Away from the playing area, an important 
factor that can make a difference for FTC are their fans.
FTC have strengthened themselves by adding Norwegian centre back Emilie 
Christensen to their squad, plus young players Nikolett Tóth and Kíra Bánfai have 
both returned from loan. Both the U17 and the U19 Hungarian national teams won 
European championship titles this summer – and four FTC players were included in 
the winning squads, so the future is bright in the Hungarian capital.
Noemi Hafra has quickly established herself as one of FTC’s best players. The All-
star left back at the Women’s EHF EURO 2018 also had a breakthrough season in 
the EHF Champions League, scoring 80 goals for FTC and finishing as the second 
highest scorer in the competition.
FTC earned two draws against eventual champions Györi Audi ETO KC in the 
2018/19 season. They were the only side to play against Györ and avoid defeat.

ROSTOV AND CSM FULL OF AMBITIONS

Last season’s runners-up Rostov and 2016 champions CSM are strong favourites 
in the competitive group B, where Women’s EHF Cup finalists Esbjerg and Polish 
champions Lublin will try to challenge the traditional powerhouses. 

Rostov have the resources to go far again

Rostov start their second season under head coach Ambros Martin, who has also 
become Russian national team coach. The Spaniard’s debut campaign was quite a 
success, as Rostov won another Russian championship title and reached the final 
at the DELO WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4 for the first time. They lost to Martin’s former 
team, Györ, in the final. Now Rostov are determined to far again, and they have 
resources to do so, as the star-studded roster has remained almost intact. The 
39-year-old veteran Elena Slivinskaya is actually the only player who left the club 
in summer. With a mix of renowned Russian internationals and quality foreign 
players, such as Mayssa Pessoa, Ana Paula Rodrigues, Lois Abbingh and newcomer 
Julia Behnke, Rostov remain a European powerhouse with the ultimate goal to win 
the title. As usual, Anna Vyakhireva is expected to play a special role in the team, 
but the injury-prone sharp shooter should be fully fit to show her best qualities.

Former champions CSM full of ambition

CSM are the only team in group B to have won the EHF Champions League in the 
past – in 2016. Now the team from Bucharest are full of ambitions again. But unlike 
Rostov’s, their last season was no success. For the first time in five years, Bucuresti 
failed to win the Romanian league, surprisingly losing the title to Ramnicu Valcea. 
And they missed the EHF FINAL4 for the first time in four years after losing to Metz 
in the quarter-finals. The summer saw a lot of changes in CSM’s squad. The likes of 
Barbara Lazovic, Amanda Kurtovic and Jovanka Radicevic left the club, but many 
new players arrived, including Nora Mørk and Crina Pintea from Györ. The head 
coach also changed - and not just once. Dragan Djukic has been replaced by Tomas 
Ryde, who, however, resigned just four days before the season’s start and Adi 
Vasile took over. A lot will depend on the key players’ health. In this respect, Mørk’s 
renewed knee injury from the Romanian Super Cup is a big blow for the team.

Team Esbjerg want to challenge the heavyweights

While Rostov and CSM are favourites of the group, Esbjerg hope to challenge the 
heavyweights. Last season, the team coached by Jesper Jensen not only won the 
highly competitive Danish league, but also reached the final of the Women’s EHF 
Cup where they lost to Siófok. And now they will play in the group matches for 
just the second time in the club’s history - after 2016/17, when their adventure 
ended in the main round. Esbjerg have kept most of their important players from 
last season. Though goalkeeper Sandra Toft left for Brest, another experienced 
Danish international, Rikke Poulsen, arriving from Viborg, looks like an excellent 
replacement. Also, Austria international Sonja Frey will replace centre back Kristina 
Liscevic, who moved to Ramnicu Valcea. With the strong Norwegian core consisting 
of Sanna Solberg, Marit Rosberg, Marit Jacobsen, Marit Frafjord, Vilde Ingstad and

With the minimal 
changes in the squad, the Russian champions look forward to another good season 
and are certainly capable of at least making it to the DELO WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4 
for the third straight year. Ambros Martin has won the most prestigious European 
trophy four times with Györ, and of course his ultimate goal is to reach the same 
height with Rostov. The Russian side will definitely face a big competition, and first 
they should reach the Final4, but if they do, anything can happen in a short-term 
tournament in Budapest.
“Our main goal is to show good and attractive handball. We want to play better 
and better from game to game, step by step, and at the end we will see what 
we have reached. Of course we have high goals, but the most important is the 
way how we are doing that,” the Spaniard said. The new season will certainly 
be challenging for Rostov. The team will again play a lot of matches in domestic 
competitions as well as DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions League, and most of 
the players will also take part in the 2019 World Championship, qualification for 
the EHF EURO 2020 as well as the Olympic qualification. The tough schedule will 
include many long trips, so there is a risk of exhaustion at the end of the season.
Notably Ambros Martin himself now has two jobs in Russia, as he took over Evgenii 
Trefilov at the helm of the national team in summer, so he needs to make sure 
that both his teams stay in good shape and reach their goals. Following the main 
round last season, Rostov had the best defensive record among all DELO WOMEN’S 
EHF Champions League participants. While it contributed a lot to the team’s good 
results, Rostov’s attack was not always as productive as it should be. Now Ambros’ 
goal is to improve that, and of course the coach relies a lot on Anna Vyakhireva. 
When the MVP of the 2016 Olympics and EHF EURO 2018 is fully fit, she is capable 
of doing great things in attack, so avoiding her injures is one of the keys to Rostov’s 
success.

Her experience and her spirit are also qualities which will come in useful to Esbjerg 
in the Danish team’s attempts to repeat their achievement from the 2016/17 
season, when they advanced to the main round.

The revolving doors have shown another coaching change and an influx of 10 new 
players coming in, yet CSM are still in an endless purgatory, after the big star they 
brought in, Nora Mørk, had another devastating injury in her first game as a player 
for the Romanian powerhouse.
After winning the competition in 2016 in their maiden CL season, CSM Bucuresti 
established themselves as a powerhouse that would likely compete for the trophy 
for seasons to come. Fast-forward to 2019 and the Romanian side has taken a step 
back. There are some key ingredients for the recipe of making a contender and 
most definitely CSM are missing one of the staples: consistency. It is also the case 
for the 2019/20 season, as a new coach has been ushered in, 10 new players have 
been signed and the risks taken by the team’s management are bigger than the 
potential pay-off.
The Scandinavian experiment failed, as did last season’s Balkan touch. Now, CSM 
brought back experienced duo Linnea Torstensson and Carmen Martin, who led 
the team to the trophy in 2016, but also a hint of the Romanian national team, 
with Denisa Dedu, Gabriela Perianu and Laura Moisă in the roster.
“We have a great team but we are aware of the fact that we have many new 
players, a new coaching staff and we need time to build a strong team. It is a new 
start for us but we are giving our best to improve as a team as soon as possible,” 
said team captain Cristina Neagu.
Just four days before their first match of the new season at Esbjerg the new head 
coach Tomas Ryde resigned and CSM decided to finally give a chance to Adrian 
Vasile, the Romanian assistant coach who has been plying his trade at CSM since 
2014. Vasile, 36, a former right wing who won the Men’s EHF Challenge Cup in 
2006 with Steaua Bucuresti, oversaw 11 coaching changes at CSM, but stood 
still and was an integrant part of the team who won the European premium 
competition in 2016 with the Romanian side.

FOUR TEAM PLAYING A GAME OF MUSICAL CHAIRS

Usually experience is the trump card that every team loves to play when it comes 
down to proceeding to the next round of the DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions 
League. But when a strong newcomer comes in play, every piece of math can be 
erased quite easily, as unexpected results could come immediately. Buducnost, 
Brest Bretagne Handball and SG BBM Bietigheim all played in the European top 
competition in the past two seasons, but could hardly be labelled as favourites to 
proceed to the main round with SCM Ramnicu Valcea in the mix. Yet only three 
teams will progress to the next round, as the game of musical chairs will definitely 
see one important side out at the end of the group matches.

Ramnicu Valcea are back in business after six years

After six seasons spent in handball purgatory, Ramnicu Valcea are back in business 
with huge ambitions. The new iteration of the former powerhouse, Oltchim, defied 
all odds to snap up the domestic league title against CSM Bucuresti and underwent 
a heavy make-up this summer, with no less than eight experienced players ushered 
in to challenge for greatness in European handball. There are virtually fresh faces 
on every position, and all in all, Valcea shifted from a team with a strong core and 
a gritty defence to an exotic mix of European experience jumbled with a Romanian 
legion of 11 players. Moreover, expect 3,200 hungry fans to cheer for their favourites 
in what is one of the electric arenas in women’s handball, and the table is set for a 
much-anticipated comeback.

Buducnost want to live up to their billing as group favourites

There will be little doubt that Buducnost are the favourites to win the group. The 
Montenegrin side are vying to proceed to the DELO WOMEN’S EHF FINAL 4 again 
after a two-year hiatus and acted accordingly, added experience and depth in the 
past summer. In a challenge to build up their chances and strengthen the women’s 
national team for the Olympic Games in Tokyo next year, Jovanka Radicevic and 
Majda Mehmedovic, two wings that encapsulate the energy and passion strongly on 
display in Montenegrin handball, put pen on paper and came back to their former 
club. Continuity is key in Buducnost’s project, therefore coach Dragan Adzic will once 
again mastermind the team and one should expect the same defensive intensity 
shown in previous seasons.

Brest hope to benefit from new club strategy

The Montenegrin side will be challenged once again by Brest Bretagne Handball, a 
match-up that was also featured last season in the main round. This time, the French 
side will not rely on pure stars, rather than focusing on building a healthy culture 
and a team spirit in the mold of the French women’s national team that won the EHF 
EURO 2018. Brest are once again targeting the main round, but will have to make 
do in the first part of the season without playmaker Isabelle Gulldén, goalkeeper 
Cleopatre Darleux and playmaker Elodie Le Calvé, all on maternity leave. Six players 
left – including star Allison Pineau – while other six came in, as team chemistry will 
have to be built as quickly as possible and without distractions, any point dropped in 
the early phase of the competition being extremely costly.

Bietigheim have taken a step back last season, failing to progress to the main round, but are also targeting the 
return between the best 12 European clubs this season, after winning the Bundesliga for the second time. The 
core of the team has been kept intact, as the German team will rely once again on Laura van der Heijden, Karolina 
Kudlacz or captain Kim Naidzinavicius in the back line. Consistency will be the key to unlocking the berth for the 
next phase, as last season Bietigheim started with a draw against DELO WOMEN’S EHF FINAL 4 participant, Vipers 
Kristianstad, and a win against CSM Bucuresti, but failed to secure a point in the final four games of the season. 
The German side have experience on their side, yet the schedule is difficult, starting with an away game against 
Valcea and a home tie against Buducnost. Failing to secure a point in the first two games could be the start of their 
undoing.

2013 was the swansong of one of the beautiful Romanian handball stories. In a city 
that lives and breathes handball, Oltchim Ramnicu Valcea was a vantage point for 
fans that flocked to the “Traian” Arena to support their favourite side.
Oltchim won the Romanian title 19 times, was an EHF Champions League finalist 
in 2010 and won the Women’s Cup Winners’ Cup once. Yet a shortage of funds 
meant that the team folded in 2013, much to the despair of thousands of fans that 
questioned what could have been if the club they cheered for had been saved.
However, handball was still breathing in Ramnicu Valcea and a team rose from 
the ashes. The assumption was that the pathway to success was never going to be 
easy. And it never was. But success usually comes when you least expect it and this 
was the case also with the new incarnation of handball in Ramnicu Valcea, SCM.
Starting last season as a huge underdog, SCM won the Romanian Super Cup against 
CSM Bucuresti, then shocked them in the Romanian league. In a marathon rather 
than a sprint, SCM never dropped a beat and won the title, which also handed 
them a berth in the DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions League.
The aforementioned new players will surely add much needed experience into the 
team, yet SCM are still a newcomer in the European top competition. They might 
continue in Oltchim’s footsteps, but the new team has only four European games 
under their belt, in last season’s Women’s EHF Cup.
Winning a domestic title in an emphatic fashion is always a superb feeling, yet SCM 
needed more than a revamp in order to be competitive in the DELO WOMEN’S EHF 
Champions League. Seven players have been brought in to reinforce all positions, 
yet the first important test, the Romanian Super Cup, against CSM Bucuresti was a 
failed one, as Valcea lost, 29:23.
There are players from eight different nationalities in SCM’s roster this season. 
11 Romanian players form the core of the team, while three Spanish players, and 
players from Brazil, Hungary, Ukraine, Serbia, Denmark and Croatia cap off the 
team.

A perennial contender, Buducnost made a few steps back last seasons, as 
they embarked into a slow process of rebuilding, that unearthed some gems 
like Djurdjina Jaukovic or Tatjana Brnovic. However, titles are hardly won with 
young players, rather a mix of youth and experienced players can deliver what is 
expected.
Therefore, an experienced coach like Dragan Adzic knew that he needed something 
new in the team and Buducnost delivered, bringing back coveted wings Jovanka 
Radicevic and Majda Mehmedovic from CSM Bucuresti, as the Montenegrin side 
is serving as a platform for the national women’s national team’s challenge for a 
medal in the Olympic Games in 2020.
“We are entering in a new season with a changed roster and with six new players. I 
think we are much better, and ambitions must be higher than last season. I believe 
that we will make the most of the preparation games so that we’ll be ready to start 
the Champions league. Our goal is to make to the DELO WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4 that 
we haven’t been to in the last two years,“ said team captain, Milena Raicevic.
Dragan Adzic has been Buducnost’s coach through thick and thin, loyally leading 
the Montenegrin club since 2010, which makes him the longest serving coach 
in the DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions League. Winning twice the competition, 
Adzic knows a thing or two about building a contender and pinpointed exactly his 
team’s weaknesses in the past seasons. “Our goal is to be back in Budapest after 
two seasons, but we will take this season step by step,” Radmila Petrovic, the 
former Buducnost right wing and currently the team’s president. Seven players 
are out from last season, six new came in, but with Radicevic, Mehmedovic and 
Sanja Vujovic, Buducnost look better and stronger on paper. Will it be enough 
to challenge for the title? Speaking the same language, playing together for a 
long time and knowing what to expect from their teammates will surely be an 
advantage.

SG BBM Bietigheim can focus on their Champions League duties again after win-
ning the closest race ever to the German Bundesliga title last season. Bietigheim 
and Thüringer HC both finished on 50 points (25 victories, one defeat) but the goal 
difference was in favour of Bietigheim (+233 vs +204). It allows the club to try to 
improve from last season’s appearance in the Champions League, when they won 
the qualification tournament but went out after the group matches.
Reaching the main round of the DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions League 2019/20 
would be a proper way to say goodbye to coach Martin Albertsen, who will leave 
Bietigheim after four-and-a-half seasons to become director of the Swiss women’s 
handball academy - alongside his job as national team coach of Switzerland.
The big advantage of Bietigheim is that the squad has hardly changed. Right wing 
and Swedish international Daniela Gustin has been replaced by young Ger-
man prospect Amelie Berger, and Norwegian player Maren Nyland Aardahl will 
strengthen the defence, but the rest of the squad is the same like last year. This 
well-attuned team is capable of winning any group match: Valcea and Brest are 
new to them, Buducnost are familiar. A key factor will be the injury situation: in the 
2018/19 season many leading players were out for a long time. If the core of the 
team remains fit, the main round should be within reach.
Germany’s No. 1 goalkeeper Dinah Eckerle has constantly improved thanks to play-
ing Champions League in the last six seasons. She is a cornerstone for the team, 
alongside the tall middle block of Luisa Schulze, Kim Naidzinavicius and Maren 
Nyland Aardahl.
While the efficiency from the wing positions has been too low sometimes, the back 
court axis is a true asset, with Polish record international Karolina Kudlacz-Gloc, 
Naidzinavicius and the highly experienced Dutch duo of Maura Visser and Laura 
van der Heijden. Another strong weapon is the counter-attack prowess of Antje 
Lauenroth.

Last season, their second in the EHF Champions League, Brest Bretagne Handball 
made their debut in the main round to improve from their 2017/18 season, when 
the French side went out of the group matches with six straight losses.
Approaching the DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions League 2019/20, Brest would 
like to do a little bit better again, without putting too much pressure on their 
players. After signing many top players in the last few seasons, including the likes 
of Allison Pineau and Isabelle Gulldén, the staff has decided to draft players with 
no or hardly any Champions League experience this time. Depending less on 
individuals and putting more emphasis on team play might be a smart move for 
the club, which had to deal with some internal problems in the second part of last 
season.
After giving birth in July, Isabelle Gulldén is on her way back, though she is not 
expected to be playing again until mid-fall. Goalkeeper Cléopatre Darleux and 
centre back Elodie Le Calvé will not return before the start of 2020. The club has 
meanwhile signed a third goalkeeper for the season. 
Getting out of the group again will not be easy, according to new captain Coralie 
Lassource: “Buducnost, Bietigheim and Valcea are really strong European teams. 
We have six huge contests ahead of us and we need to win if we want to qualify 
for the main round.” Coach Laurent Bezeau, however, looks one step further: “We 
want to qualify for the quarter-finals.”
The Danish national team goalkeeper Sandra Toft will play her first season in 
France. But that does not seem to be a problem for her, judged by the first 
matches she has played in the Brest jersey. While Toft will be the No. 1 between 
the posts until early 2020, it will be interesting to see how she teams up with 
Cléopatre Darleux once the French national player has come back.
Even if they signed some of the best players in the world in recent years, Brest 
have always remained grounded. And it seems like newcomers, such as Coralie 
Lassource, fit right in: “Playing the Champions League, as a player, is like the Holy 
Grail. But it also shows that the club counts in Europe. We are lucky to play the 
competition, we will give our best to make it worth.”

THE CHAMPIONS, TWO FAMILIAR CLUBS AND A ROOKIE

To win the DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions League is one of the biggest challenges 
for any handball club. To repeat the success is even bigger. Györ rewrote the 
history books in May 2019 and became the first team to win the title three seasons 
in a row. Krim will try to reach the main round as they did in 2018/19. Sävehof 
chase international success after winning the Swedish league for the 12th time in 
the past 14 years. And Most join Europe’s top competition for the first time after 
winning the qualification tournament they hosted.

Titleholders Györ look as strong as ever

Györi Audi ETO KC are again the titleholders and the squad is still one of the 
strongest in Europe. Coach Gábor Danyi, now in his second season, got the 
newcomers he wished for. In Danyi’s game style, running and fast breaks are 
crucial. Even though a string of big names left the club, including Nycke Groot and 
Nora Mørk, there is no reason to believe the Hungarian side has got any weaker. 
As Katarina Bulatovic, Amanda Kurtovic, Beatrice Edwige and Estelle Nze Minko 
joined the club, Györ are now ready to play the current coach’s style. Their biggest 
challenger might be themselves, finding the motivation throughout a whole 
season.

Krim finally want to relive the glorious old days

In recent season, Krim have been struggling to get close to their old days, when 
the Slovenian side was considered one of the best clubs in Europe. Now, the 
plan for the season is to be as competitive as possible, with the fighting spirit 
never dying. The squad went through a huge change - Tjasa Stanko and Lamprini 
Tsakalou left for Podravka Vegeta and Misa Marincek Ribelz retired. However, 
there is a core of Slovenian national team players, including Nina Zulic, Alja Koren 
and Tamara Mavsar, who lead the team to the main round. Krim can fully focus on 
their European adventure, as they are hardly challenged in the Slovenian domestic 
league, which they won 24 times in the last 26 years.

Youngsters guide Sävehof back into Europe’s top flight

A very young squad has brought IK Sävehof back to the DELO WOMEN’S EHF 
Champions League after two years, by winning the domestic title. The Swedish 
side relies on mostly local, young players, with added experience coming in from 
several Danish teammates. In Partille, which is the hometown of Sävehof, handball 
comes first. The neighbourhood of Gothenburg has a population of 30,000, and 
the 4,100-capacity arena is usually sold out when Sävehof play at home. By the 
way, Sävehof’s men’s team is also playing at the top European level, the VELUX EHF 
Champions League, this season.

It was easily the biggest achievement in the Czech club’s history: in early 
September, DHK Banik Most hosted and won the qualification tournament for 
the DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions League 2019/20 to enter Europe’s top flight 
competition for the first time.
It was also the biggest success in the career of their new head coach, Jiri Tancos. 
The experienced coach, who had worked for 28 years in Germany, joined Most 
alongside assistant coach Ondrej Vaclavek in the summer of 2019. It was only the 
second women’s team in Tancos’ career, but it did not prevent him from leading 
Most past Rocasa Gran Canaria (28:21) in the semi-final and Kastamonu Beledyiesi 
GSK (35:33) in the final. To make things even better: the triumph came in Most’s 
brand new playing hall. No wonder Most are proudly looking forward to their 
European adventure. They won the Challenge Cup in the past (2013) but have 
had only moderate success in the EHF Cup. And now they are suddenly here: on 
Europe’s top level in women’s club handball. They have been added to group D, 
where they will face experienced sides RK Krim Mercator and IK Sävehof, but also, 
above all, defending champions Györi Audi ETO KC.
“For most of the players it was a dream come true meeting Györ and enjoying 
the atmosphere in their arena,” Most team captain Lucia Mikulcik says. “Krim and 
Sävehof are both great teams and we feel that those will be our opponents we will 
fight with to advance from the group.”
While advancing to the main round is the obvious target of all 16 teams starting 
in the group matches, Most are pretty relaxed about their debut EHF Champions 
League season. “We are not considered as favourites, which does take pressure off 
our shoulders,” says Mikulcik.
While Most will likely face an uphill task against their opponents, each with many 
Champions League seasons under their belt, they will try to stage a surprise here 
and there. An advantage is that their squad remained completely intact from 
last season, and got reinforcement from talented, 17-year-old right back Marie 
Polakova, a Czech youth international.

Main Round
Those teams ranked 1st, 2nd and 3rd in each group after the completion of the group matches qualify for 
the main round. Those teams ranked 4th in each group after the completion of the group matches are 
entitled to participate in the EHF Cup. They enter the EHF Cup Group Phase (played according to EHF Cup 
Regulations).

The main round shall be played in two groups of six teams each. The 1st, 2nd and 3rd ranked teams of 
group A and B of the group matches go into the same group in the main round (Group 1 of the main round) 
and 1st, 2nd and 3rd ranked team of group C and D of the group matches go into the same group in the 
main round (Group 2 of the main round).

The three teams coming from the same group take along their results (points and goals) from the matches 
against each other. Each team plays a home and an away match against those 3 teams qualifying from the  
parallel group.

Basically the WOMEN’S EHF Champions League Main Round shall be played in accordance with the sched-
ule set out below.

Round 1: 1. A/C – 1.B/D and 2. A/C – 2. B/D and 3. A/C – 3. B/D
Round 2: 3. B/D – 1. A/C and 1. B/D – 2. A/C and 2. B/D – 3. A/C
Round 3: 1. A/C – 2. B/D and 2. A/C – 3. B/D and 3. A/C – 1. B/D
Round 4: 1. B/D – 1 A/C and 2. B/D – 2. A/C and 3. B/D – 3. A/C
Round 5: 1. A/C – 3. B/D and 2. A/C – 1. B/D and 3. A/C – 2. B/D

In case of 2 teams of the same country play in the same group in the main round, the order of the matches 
in this group can be changed by the EHF.

The EHF has the right to adapt the schedule in each group individually by taking into consideration the 
respective requirements mainly from the TV-partners. The schedule may vary in the different groups. All 
final decisions lie with the EHF.

Quarter-finals
The teams ranked 1 to 4 in each group after the completion of the main round qualify for the quarter-fi-
nals. The matches of the quarter-finals shall be played as first and second leg matches. The matches of the 
quarter-finals are not drawn by lots, they result from the final standings of the main round.

4th placed team Group 2 vs. 1st placed team Group 1
4th placed team Group 1 vs. 1st placed team Group 2
3rd placed team Group 2 vs. 2nd placed team Group 1
3rd placed team Group 1 vs. 2nd placed team Group 2

There is no protection from teams of the same country.
The EHF has the right to switch the home right of a quarter final pairing if the home team of the 2nd leg 
does neither provide a suitable playing hall at the foreseen dates nor at an alternative date defined by the 
EHF. Additionally the EHF has the right to switch the home right of a quarter-final pairing if the home team 
of the 2nd leg refuses to carry out its home game on the date defined by the EHF.

The winning teams of the quarter-finals qualify for the DELO WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4.

Budapest to welcome four best teams again

The DELO WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4, the showpiece event 
and final weekend of the DELO WOMEN’S EHF Champions 
League, is bringing top European women’s handball to 
Hungary’s capital for the seventh time in a row in 2020. 
It was confirmed that the 2020 edition will take place on 
9/10 May in the Papp László Budapest Sportaréna, which 
seats up to 12,000 spectators for handball events.

The first WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4 took place in Budapest 
in 2014 and was won by Györi Audi ETO KC who beat 
Buducnost in the final. But the 2015 edition was won 
by the Montenegrin side which defeated Larvik in the 
final. In 2016 CSM Bucuresti topped the podium after a 
stunning success and a penalty throw shootout against 

Györ in the final. The Hungarian champions were 
forced into another two thrillers in 2017 and 2018, 
but on both occasions they survived the extratime 
and beat Vardar. They completed the hattrick in 2019 
beating Rostov-Don in the final. In the same year the 
first opening party was staged at the arena on the eve 
of the tournament with thousands of handball fans 
enjoying the presentation of all four teams and also a 
great performance by the American singer-songwriter 
Anastacia.

57 goals were scored by Nycke Groot (Midtjylland/
Györ) to be All-Time top scorer of the EHF FINAL4 
events, the Dutch is one goal ahead of Cristina Neagu 
(CSM/56). 

61 goals were the high-score in a EHF FINAL4 final so 
far, when Györ beat Vardar 31:30 after extra-time. 

71 goals was the biggest score in a WOMEN’S EHF 
FINAL match, when Vardar beat Bucuresti in the 2017 
semi-final 38:31. 

DELO WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4

was the highest overall number of goals in

Hypo NIederösterreich vs Vasas Budapest 
20:18 / 25:21 (45:39)
New name, new playing system, but well-
known finalists – just as in the men’s 
competition the Champions League replaced 
the Champions Cup from the 1993/94 season. 
32 teams played two K.O. rounds for the eight 
places in the Champions League. The two 
finalists were the winners of the two groups of 
four. Hypo Niederösterreich became the first 
title holder showing a spotless performance 
with 12 victories from 12 matches.

1994/95
Hypo Niederösterreich vs Podravka Koprivnica 
14:17 / 26:19 (40:36)
After 20 victories in 20 Champions League 
matches, Hypo Niederösterreich was beaten 
for the first time in the first leg of the final 
in Koprivnica. But the 14:17 in Croatia was 
followed by a clear 26:19 victory in the second 
leg and the cup remained in Austria.

1995/96
Podravka Koprivnica vs Hypo Niederösterreich 
13:17 / 25:20 (38:37)
In the 1995/96 season Austrian side Hypo 
Niederösterreich „only” finished second and 
that created tremendous joy for the Eastern 
Croatians. Under the leadership of the old 
and new top scorer, Snežana Petika, Podravka 
Koprivnica for the first time took the crown of 
the greatest club competition.

1996/97
Mar Valencia vs Viborg HK 35:26 / 23:24 
(58:50)
In 1997 there was a whole new constellation in 
the final. Mar Valencia, who had narrowly lost 

three times in the Champions League Group 
Phase, celebrated a Spanish fiesta. The team, 
which was based around the excellent Natalia 
Morskova, was the first Spanish team in the 
history of the competition to reach the final. 
The opponent was Viborg – the first Danish 
finalist since Copenhagen in 1966 (ed. IHF 
competition).

1997/98
Hypo Niederösterreich vs Mar El Osito L’Eliana 
28:21 / 28:26 (56:47)
Mar El Osito L’Eliana had reached the final by 
scoring at least 31 goals per match. They failed 
to repeat this feat when they needed it most. 
Hypo Niederösterreich triumphed with two 
victories, earning their third Champions League 
title.

1998/99
Dunaferr SE vs Krim Electa Ljubljana 25:23 / 
26:26 (51:49)
Two new faces appeared in the Champions 
League final in the 1998/99 season. In the semi-
finals Dunaferr had beaten defending champion 
Hypo NIederösterreich while Ljubljana narrowly 
held the upper hand over Podgorica. In the 
final it was the Hungarian side that prevailed, 
winning their first Champions League title.

1999/00
Hypo Niederösterreich vs Kometal Skopje 
32:23 / 20:22 (52:45)
The final of the 1999/00 is less likely to be 
remembered for Hypo’s fourth title but more 
for the violent disruptions caused during the 
final by Macedonian fans. In the second leg 
objects had been thrown onto the court for 
almost the entire match, and the problems 
reached a climax when everyone fled into the 
changing rooms and Hypo manager Gunnar 
Prokop was attacked.

History: 26 years of EHF Champions League
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2000/01
Viborg HK A/S vs RK Krim N. Roberts Ljubljana 
22:22 / 19:25 (41:47)
After suffering defeat in the 1999 finals against 
Dunaferr, the time was finally ripe in 2001 for 
Krim, Slovenia’s most dominating club whose 
focus had always been to win the Champions 
League. In the final Krim prevailed over Viborg 
thanks to win and a draw.

2001/02
FTC HERZ Budapest vs Kometal D. P. Skopje 
27:25 / 22:26 (49:51)
On 19 May 2002, 45,000 fans people celebrated 
their heroines enthusiastically in the main 
square of the Macedonian capital –  a great 
achievement had been made: Kometal 
Skopje wore the crown of Europe’s top club 
competition for the first time. Two years 
before, the Macedonians had played in the 
finals against Hypo Niederösterreich but after 
rioting fans during the second leg in Skopje 
all Macedonian clubs were banned for one 
year from the European Cup, and no one had 
expected Macedonian handball to recover that 
fast from the shock.

2002/03
El Osito Valencia vs Krim N. Roberts Ljubljana 
30:27 / 28:36 (58:63)
For the third time in a row, the Champions 
League winner came from former Yugoslavia 
and for the second time after 2001 Krim 
Ljubljana was sitting on the European throne. 
Skopje had won the title in 2002. There was also 
another record: goalkeeper Luminita Dinu won 
the European title for the third time in a row.

2003/04
Slagelse DT vs Krim Ljubljana 25:24 / 36:32 
(61:56)
In less than four years world class player and 

world class coach Anja Andersen had led 
Danish side Slagelse DT out of the second 
division and straight into their first Champions 
League season. And just one year after they 
had already celebrated the win of the EHF Cup, 
the team was victorious once more – this time 
in Europe’s most prestigious club handball 
competition. It was a fairy tale come true.

2004/05
Slagelse DT vs Kometal D.P. Skopje 27:23 / 
27:20 (54:43)
For the second time in the history of the 
Champions League and after the double victory 
of Hypo Niederösterreich in 1994 and 1995, a 
team was able to defend its title. In all twelve 
Champions League matches, from the Group 
Phase to the final, coach Anja Andersen’s team 
suffered only one defeat.

2005/06
Krim Ljubljana vs Viborg HK A/S 22:24 / 21:20 
(43:44)
In the history of the CL that had not happened 
before. In both final matches of the 2005/06 
season the away teams won. It seemed a mere 
formality for Viborg to lift the trophy following 
their 24:22 win in Slovenia, but Ljubljana fought 
back and had one hand on the cup when they 
led 20:17 in the 52nd minute before running 
out of steam.

2006/07
Slagelse DT vs Lada Togliatti 29:29 / 32:24 
(61:53)
It was Slagelse’s third go at gold and they did it 
convincingly. With elite performances both in 
the Champions League and the Danish league, 
where they did not lose one single point, Anja 
Andersen’s women were the favourites for the 
title – so another success of the “dream team” 
was not a surprise.

2007 - 2019

2007/08
Zvezda Zvenigorod vs Hypo Niederösterreich 
25:24 / 31:29 (56:53)
After having beaten Hypo Niederösterreich 
at home 25:24, the Russian champions were 
also triumphant in Wiener Neustadt in a 
very tough second leg. For Hypo it was a 
big disappointment as everything had been 
prepared for party at the Arena Nova to 
celebrated then ninth title since 1989.

2008/09
Viborg HK vs Györi AUDI ETO KC 24:26 / 26:23 
(50:49)
Viborg HK won the Champions League for the 
second time after having lost the first leg of the 
final 24:26 but winning the second leg 26:23 
against Györ. Viborg’s Grit Jurack contributed 
four goals in the second match and became the 
Champions League’s top scorer with 113 goals 
in the 2008/09 season.

2009/10
Viborg HK vs Oltchim Rm. Vâlcea 28:21 / 32:31 
(60:52)
Viborg HK defeated Oltchim Vâlcea to win 
the WOMEN’S EHF Champions League for the 
second consecutive time and the third time in 
the last five years. Also the Danish dominance 
continued. Since 2003/2004 all Champions 
League titles had gone to Danish teams, except 
for the 2007/2008 season when Russian team 
Zvezda Zvenigorod celebrated the victory.

2010/11
Larvik vs Itxako Reyno De Navarra 23:21 / 
24:25 (47:46)
In a real nail-biting thriller right until the dying 
seconds, Itxako defeated Larvik by a single 

goal in the second leg of the final, but with 
the aggregate score, the Norwegians were the 
lucky winners of this clash and brought home 
the EHF Champions League trophy for the first 
time in the club’s history.

2011/12
Györi AUDI ETO KC vs Budocnost 29:27 / 25:27 
(54:54)
Budućnost won the tightest edition of the 
WOMEN’S EHF Champions League by account 
of scoring the greater number of away goals 
(27 in Hungary) than Györi AUDI ETO KC (25 in 
Montenegro). It was only a small consolation 
for Györ’s Anita Görbicz who picked up the top 
scorer for the 2011/12 season.

2012/13
Larvik HK vs Györi AUDI ETO KC 21:24 / 22:23 
(43:47)
After losing the finals in 2009 and 2012 Györ 
finally ended their curse of seven European 
Cup finals without a trophy. The coronation 
of the new queens of European handball took 
place in jam-packed Veszprém Aréna after the 
second leg victory and carried on in the streets 
of the city of Györ. The Hungarian team were 
dominant throughout the whole season as they 
suffered only one defeat (in the semi-final at 
home vs Oltchim) in 16 matches.

2013/14
Buducnost vs Györi AUDI ETO KC 21:27 (10:15)
For the first time in history just one final 
game decided about the new title holders as 
Papp Laszlo Budapest Sportarena hosted the 
excellent premiere edition of the MVM EHF 
FINAL4. Györ successfully defended the title 
after avenging their 2012 defeat by Buducnost 
in front of a sold-out crowd (10,000). Hungarian 
champions were the only undefeated team of

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the season as they won 12 matches and drew 
twice with Buducnost in the main round. Györ’s 
captain Anita Görbicz became the season’s top 
scorer for the second time scoring 87 goals. 

2014/15
Larvik vs Buducnost 22:26 (8:14)
After defending champions Györi Audi ETO 
KC had been hit by a series of injuries and 
maternity leaves it became as no major surprise 
as they were eliminated in the quarter-finals 
by Vardar. The Macedonian champions had to 
settle with the third place finish for the second 
straight time though, after stumbling upon 
Buducnost once again in the semi-final. In the 
final showdown of the two previously unbeaten 
teams in Budapest the Montengrin side cruised 
past Larvik to their second European crown. 
Andrea Penezic and Cristina Neagu shared the 
top scorer‘s title with each scoring 102 goals.

2015/16
CSM Bucuresti vs Györi Audi ETO KC 29:26 
after penalty shootout (25:25, 13:12)
The Romanian newcomers were all but 
impressive before the final rounds of the main 
round and only a few people would expect they 
could stand a chance against another debutants 
Rostov-Don in the quarter-finals. However the 
team of Kim Rasmussen not only eliminated the 
previously unbeaten Russian team after two 
narrow wins but also ousted Vardar in the semi-
final and completely stunned handball Europe 
by defeating Györi Audi ETO KC despite the fact 
the Hungarian favourites played with support 
of a sold-out crowd (12.000) of the Papp Laszlo 
Arena behind them. Unstoppable Isabelle 
Gullden netted in 15 goals in the final and 
Aurelia Bradeanu scored the deciding penalty in 
the shoot-out for CSM.

2016/17
Györi Audi ETO KC vs HC Vardar 31:30 after 
extra-time (26:26, 15:12)

The sold-out Papp Laszlo Budapest Sportarena 
wittnessed a very similar and thrilling scenario 
like the year before as the final went to the 
extra-time. Vardar, who ousted the defending 
champions CSM Bucuresti in the semi-final, 
climbed back from a three-goal deficit, but 
mainly courtesy of a stellar performance of 
Anita Görbicz Györ were able to snatch a narrow 
victory and their third title in five years.

2017/18
Györi Audi ETO KC vs HC Vardar 27:26 after 
extra-time (20:20, 9:9)
Both rivals from the previous season continued 
to dominate the competition also in the new 
season and eventually met in the final again. And 
yet again they pampered the sold-out crowd 
in the Papp Laszlo Budapest Sportarena with 
an extra-time thriller. In the end, Györ became 
the first team to successfully defend the EHF 
FINAL4 trophy after they were propelled to the 
title by their Brazilian star Eduarda Amorim. The 
left back first equalised for 20:20 and forced an 
extra-time and she was also instrumental in the 
final 10 minutes of the game.

2018/19
Györi Audi ETO KC vs Rostov-Don 24:25 (11:15)
Once again Ambros Martin and Györi Audi ETO 
KC made it all the way to the final match of the 
season but at the DELO WOMEN’S EHF FINAL4 
the Spanish coach and the Hungarian team 
were facing each other as Martin steered his 
new team from Rostov-Don and his place in 
Györ was taken by his former assistant Gábor 
Danyi. Despite facing the capacity crowd in the 
Papp Laszlo Sportarena, Rostov climbed back 
from a four-goal deficit in the second half and 
were close to force an extra-time, however, 
Györ supported mainly by ever-inspirational 
Eduarda Amorim and the tournament’s MVP Kari 
Grimsbo prevailed in the dramatic finish.

History: 26 years of EHF Champions League
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Club competitions to revamp in 2020/21

European club handball is set for a new look from the start of the 2020/21 season. The EHF Executive Committee 
has agreed to proposals that will see a revamp of the European club system. The developments follow the signing 
in May 2018 of a multi-million euro, 10-year deal with two of the leading companies on the international sports 
market, Infront and DAZN, which set to transform the sport.

A reform of the EHF club competition system follows the expansion of the EHF EURO, the federation’s flagship 
men’s national team competition, from 2020 when it will be played with 24 teams in Sweden, Austria and Norway. 
The changes to the club competition formats have been agreed in close cooperation with the federation’s key 
stakeholders. These include representatives of clubs, leagues and players as well as national teams through their 
representation in the EHF structure and in line with the EHF’s objective to ensure good governance.

EHF Champions League

Europe’s top competition is about to get even better. From the start of the 2020/21 season, both the men’s and 
the women’s EHF Champions League competitions will be played with two groups of eight teams. No qualification 
rounds or tournaments will be played in either the men’s or the women’s competitions. The group phase will be 
played in a round-robin league format with the top two teams qualifying directly for the quarter-finals. The teams 
finishing in seventh and eighth place will be eliminated. The four remaining teams from each group (ranked three 
to six) will qualify for a play-off round, before progressing to the quarter-finals. The season will culminate, as it 
does under the current system, in an EHF FINAL4, played over one weekend.

This new system will mean a fight not only for the top spots as teams compete for the opportunity to jump 
straight to the quarter-finals but also at the lower end as teams look to avoid dropping out of the competition. For 
Europe’s elite players, the opportunity to qualify directly for the quarter-finals also means additional rest ahead of 
the high-point of the season.

European Handball League

There is a new name and a new format for Europe’s second tier of top class competition. The EHF Cup has been 
completely revamped and will become the European Handball League. Qualification for the competition will, as 
now in the EHF Cup, be played in three rounds on a home and away basis with 16 teams qualifying for the group 
phase. The top two teams from each group will qualify for the the quarter-final knock-out stage. The finals will 
played in a final-four format like in the current Men’s EHF Cup.

EHF Cup

The Challenge Cup on the third tier gets an upgrade and becomes the new ‘EHF Cup’. Played on a home and away 
knock-out basis, it is envisaged that 32 teams will compete in both the men’s and women’s competitions from the 
third round onwards. The qualifying 16 teams will then play a Last 16 round, quarter-finals and semi-finals. The 
final itself will continue to be played on a home and away basis as now.
