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We are delighted to welcome you to the knockout phase of the EHF European League Men 2022/23 
season, beginning with the Last 16 on 21 and 28 March. The third group phase of the competition 
proved even more exciting than the first two seasons, with drama, tears, improbable comebacks and 
dominant performances.

The 16 teams left in the competition represent 11 nations. For a third season running, Germany 
has all three of its sides still in contention: two-time EHF Cup winners Füchse Berlin, SG Flensburg-
Handewitt, and Frisch Auf Göppingen. Combined, the trio have only lost three games and Berlin have a 
perfect record. As Ukrainian side HC Motor are currently playing their home games in Düsseldorf, that 
means there will be lots for German fans to look forward to.

Denmark, Portugal and Spain have two teams each still in the hunt for the trophy, while Croatia, 
France, Hungary, Iceland, Sweden, Switzerland and Ukraine are all represented once in the Last 16.

There are plenty of tantalising matches ahead in the Last 16 – such as the clash between reigning 
champions SL Benfica, and Flensburg. FTC, who clinched their spot with a draw against Flensburg in 
round 10, now have a tie against EHF Champions League 2018 champions Montpellier.

Meanwhile Motor, who eliminated HC Eurofarm Pelister in a superb away game that concluded round 
10, meet last season’s fourth-placed team RK Nexe.

The winners of each pairing will go on to the quarter-finals, with the ultimate aim of a place in the EHF 
Finals Men in Flensburg on 27 and 28 May. Ticket information for what is sure to be an incredible show 
of handball can be found on the official website: ehfel.eurohandball.com.

After 120 matches in the group phase, the EHF 
European League Men 2022/23 is ready for the 
Last 16. The remaining teams represent a total 
of 11 different nations. How many nations will be 
represented in the quarter-finals?

Here are some facts & figures before the Last 16:

0 teams from the same country face each other in 
the Last 16; regardless of the results in the Last 
16, there will also be no national derbies in the 
quarter-finals.

1 European debutant is part of the Last 16: 
Skanderborg-Aarhus, founded only in 2021.

1 city has two clubs still in the race: Lisbon, with 
SL Benfica and Sporting CP.

1 club is part of the EHF Champions League 
Women as well as the EHF European League Men: 
FTC from Hungary, which have advanced from the 
group phase in both competitions.

1 team in the Last 16 – FTC – started their 
campaign in qualification round 1.

2 teams that played at the EHF Finals Men 2022 
in Lisbon last May are part of the Last 16: Benfica 
and Nexe.

3 former EHF Champions League winners are 
still part of the competition: Bidasoa Irun (1995), 
Montpellier (2003, 2018), and Flensburg (2014).

3 Last 16 teams played at the EHF FINAL4 in 
Cologne in the past: Füchse Berlin, Montpellier 
and Flensburg.

3 countries are represented by the four group 
winners: France (Montpellier), Germany 
(Flensburg and Füchse), and Croatia (Nexe).

6 teams who featured in the Last 16 in the 
2021/22 season are back again at the same stage 
this season: Benfica, Sporting, Nexe, Irun, Füchse 
and Kadetten.

7 teams in the Last 16 started their mission 
in qualification round 2: Montpellier, Nexe, 
Flensburg, Irun, Skanderborg-Aarhus, Göppingen 
and Sporting.

8 teams in the Last 16 were directly seeded 
for the group phase: Benfica, Kadetten, Ystad, 
Granollers, Skjern, Füchse, Motor and Valur.

8 of the 120 group matches ended in a draw.

9 matches were each attended by at least 3,000 
spectators; the most fans came to the arena for 
the three home matches of Füchse – against 
Skanderborg-Aarhus (4,700), Motor (4,595) and 
Pelister (4,517).

11 of the 120 group matches ended with a 
winning margin of 10 or more goals.

11 different nations are represented by the 16 
teams still in the competition, the same number 
as last season; Germany have three teams left, 
Portugal, Spain and Denmark all two, and France, 
Iceland, Sweden, Switzerland, Hungary, Ukraine 
and Croatia all one.

17 of the 120 matches in the group phase 
featured 70 or more goals.

85 goals make Ihor Turchenko from Motor the top 
scorer of the group phase, he scored 30% of his 
team’s total production; next in line was Odinn 
Thor Rikhardsson from Kadetten and Jonathan 
Svensson from Ystad both with 67 goals, and 
Bence Nagy from FTC with 66.

266 goals were conceded by Füchse, less than 
any other team; next were Göppingen (274 goals) 
and Skanderborg-Aarhus (276).

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IMPORTANT REGULATIONS
WHAT HAPPENS WHEN TWO OR MORE TEAMS HAVE THE SAME NUMBER OF POINTS?
All matches shall be played in accordance with the IHF’s 
current Rules of the Game. Variations on a technical level 
are possible. All matches of the EHF European League 
shall be played in 2 x 30 minutes with a half-time break 
of 15 minutes.

The matches shall be scored as follows:
a) win = 2 points
b) draw = 1 point
c) loss = 0 points

Teams’ rankings are obtained by adding up the number of 
points won.

LAST 16 AND QUARTER-FINAL MATCHES 
If, after completion of the two matches, both clubs have 
won the same number of points (no extra time will be 
played), the teams’ standings shall be determined by the 
following criteria:

a) goal difference 
b) penalty throws

RULES FOR EXECUTION OF PENALTY THROWS 
- Only players (incl. goalkeepers) who are listed on the 
match report and are not suspended or disqualified at the 
end of the playing time are entitled to participate at the 
penalty throws.
- Prior to the penalty throws, each team shall name five 
players by handing the referees a list of numbers. These 
players shall then take one throw each until a decision 
(a winner) is reached, alternating with their opponents. 
Each team is free to determine the sequence in which 
throwers will take their throws.

- The goalkeepers may be freely selected from the match 
report and exchanged in accordance with the Rules of 
the Game. Goalkeepers may take throws and throwers 
may perform as goalkeepers.
- The referees shall choose the goal at which throws are 
taken. The team taking the first penalty throw shall be 
determined by the referees by drawing lots. The team 
winning the draw may choose whether it wishes to throw 
first or last.
- If the scores are equal after the first round of penalty 
throws, it shall be continued until a decision is reached. 
In the second round, the other team shall start. Again, 
five players shall be named who are eligible to play (the 
players named before may be named once again).
- In the second round, a decision (a winner) is reached 
when a goal difference arises after both teams have  
taken one throw each.
- Serious infractions committed during penalty throws 
shall be sanctioned by disqualification. If a thrower is 
disqualified or suffers an injury, an eligible substitute 
player shall be supplementary named.
- While the throws are being taken, only the player taking 
the throw, the current goalkeeper and the referees may 
enter the respective half of the playing court.
- If the number of eligible players falls below five, 
players may be named to take a second throw in the 
same round.
